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Introduction

The FB LGF_TimerSwitch lost the connection to the type in the library LGF V4.0.0
for TIA portal V14 SP1 and the library LGF V4.0.1 for TIA portal V15. Therefore an
update of an older version of the FB was not possible. With the libraries V 4.0.2 for
TIA portal V14 SP1 and TIA portal V15 an update of the FB for older library
versions than V4.0.0 is possible again.

If you use the FB LGF_TimerSwitch out of the library V 4.0.0 for TIA portal V14
SP1 or the library V 4.0.1 for TIA portal V15 in your project, you must replace this
with the new version to be able to update the FB in the future.

Procedure

To replace the FB LGF_TimerSwitch in your project with the new version, proceed
as follows:

1. Delete the FB LGF_TimerSwitch in the project library and in your project.
2. Confirm the dialog with "Yes".
